Equally
improper and illegal are the attempts to subjugate the Nicaraguan
people through starvation by adopting coercive economic measures,
including an embargo and obstructing Nicaraguan requests for loans
from the International Development Bank (IDB), a matter which was

recently discussed in your country.

Finally, Prime Minister, allow me to express my hope that the British
tradition of respect for countries which have progressed from being
colonies to independent nations may be ratified and defended in

Central America.
